 Patrols have continued in areas of concern. The SNT will continue to deal robustly with Offenders identified causing Anti Social Behaviour and Criminal Damage. 
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Firstly, some good news to report. The Safer Neighbourhood Team were out on foot patrol early on Halloween, to prevent and deter the minority of individuals looking to cause problems. I am happy to report that, as a result of this, only one incident of anti-social behaviour was received by us on the night.  
The Team were at Travis Perkins in Leominster on the morning of 04/11/2016 offering to security mark items of property. The service offered is free and several customers arriving at Travis Perkins took advantage of it. The aim is to permanently mark items such as tools with either the owner’s business name or postcode which acts as a deterrent to thieves. Crime prevention advice was also on hand. Our thanks go to staff at Travis Perkins for making the event possible. We plan to hold further events like this and these will be publicised via newsletters and the website so watch this space!

We are receiving complaints regarding the manner of parking outside Schools by a small number of motorists either dropping Children off or collecting them later in the day. The nature of these complaints centre around parking on white zig zag lines, parking on pavements and in some cases, obstructing driveways. If you are taking Children to School please park responsibly and lawfully. Members of the Safer Neighbourhood Team are stepping up patrols at key times and whilst advice may be offered in some cases, enforcement will be considered.

The West Mercia Police area and especially North Herefordshire remains low crime.  That said a number of incidents have occurred during the month and I would ask you to have a look at these to see if you could help with any information which may assist us in bringing the offenders to justice. Let me know if you need any crime prevention advice.

Any incidents stated are infrequent and spread about a wide area. Herefordshire is a safe place to live!
Take a few simple steps to avoid becoming a victim of burglary.

1. Set a timer switch to turn your lights on when it gets dark – unlit houses are a give away that no one is home.

2. Lock your doors, patios and downstairs windows-even when you are in. Make sure you double check them again before you go to bed.

3. If you have a burglar alarm, make sure you set it when you go out and also when you go to bed.

4. Don’t leave car keys, ID cards or valuables near windows, doors or letterboxes, where burglars can reach through to steal them.
5. Lock your garden gates and side entrances. Don’t leave tools lying around in the garden which could be used to break into your home.

We have been made aware of some incidents of cold calling, whereby individuals have been calling at properties either offering services or collecting on behalf of charities. Whilst the vast majority of these callers are genuine we must reinforce the message that you should not allow anyone into your property unless you are certain that they are genuine. Check their identification whilst they remain outside and contact the organisation that they claim to represent to confirm their identity. Genuine callers will never object to you doing this. If you receive a call that you suspect may not be genuine please contact Police immediately.
